a. Colonialism is a policy by which a nation maintains or extends its control over foreign dependencies.

6) Building and destroying reputations
a. the estimation in which a person or thing is held, esp. by the community or the public generally; repute: a man of good reputation.
7) Puns
a. the humorous use of a word or phrase so as to emphasize or suggest its different meanings or applications, or the use of words that are alike or nearly alike in sound but different in meaning; a play on words.
